Busby sent a Notice of Violation certified mail. 

Mr. Allen telephoned the code compliance unit and told Busby he 
offended by our "nasty" letter and that all the vehicles on the 
property were registered. Busby asked Mr. Allen for copies of 
the registrations for the vehicles and he stated "I don't have to 
show you anything." At that point Mr. Allen became belligerent 
and Busby terminated the telephone call. 

Code Compliance Officer Courtney Minehart met with Mr. Allen 
on site. There were nine inoperable vehicles on the property. 
Mr. Allen said that he restores old vehicles, has a shop in Valley 
Springs and he would take two vehicles to the shop. Mr. Allen 
also stated that he plans to build a detached shop on the 
property. 

Minehart conducted a site visit and found all of the inoperable 
vehicles still on the property. 

Minehart sent a second Notice of Violation. 

Mr. Allen telephoned the Code Compliance Unit and spoke with 
Minehart. He wanted to know why he had received another 
notice of violation. Minehart told Mr. Allen the code violations 
were still present on the property, they needed to be eliminated,

Due to a complaint received by the Calaveras County Code Compliance Unit alleging 
possible code violations on the above referenced parcel, an investigation was made on 
August 4, 2008. The following violations were found: 

Summary: There is an accumulation of non-road operable vehicles littering your 
property. Per county code vehicles that are not road operable and or do not have 
current registration must be stored within fourwallsand a roof. 

Alleged code violations exist under Calaveras County Code 8.06.375: It shall be 
unlawful for any person, owner occupant, tenant, or operator to cause or maintain a 
public nuisance on a premises. 

Alleged code violations exist under Calaveras County Code 8.06.375 through a violation 
of Calaveras County Code 8.06.290 - Public Nuisance: 

A. Anything injurious or likely to become injurious to the health and safety, or 
offensive to the senses, or an obstruction to the free use of property so as to 
interfere with the comfortable enjoyment of life or property, including a 
condition of visual blight, or unlawfully obstructing the free passage or use, in 
the customary, of any public park, square, street, or highway; or for a person 
to occupy as a tenant, or owner- occupant, or to permit another person to 
occupy, premises which are not in a sanitary and safe condition and which do 
not comply with the requirements of this chapter. Enumeration of such 
nuisances in this chapter shall not be deemed exclusive. 

B. Any violation of the provisions of the Calaveras County Code as set forth in 
Title 13, Chapter 13.12; Title 15; and Title 17. 

C. Any violation of the California Building Code, California Mechanical Code, 
California Plumbing Code, California Electrical Code, California Fire Code, 

\C. 



California " ,Jministrative Code, California p, .lIth and Safety Code, 
International Property Maintenance Code, or any other applicable law. 

D, Any accumulation of junk, debris, or junk cars, as defined in Section 
17.06,1030 of the Calaveras County Code, on any other parcel of land within 
sight of any other parcels of land, or public or private roads that are not 
enclosed within four walls and a roof. 

E. Any violations of the provisions of this chapter. 

Alleged code violations exist under Calaveras County Code 8,06.375, through a 
violation of Calaveras County Code 17.04.210 - Junk, Junk, Debris or Junk Cars: No 
property owner, tenant, occupant or other use of public or private property in the County 
shall permit or cause to accumulate junk, debris, or junk cars, as defined in Section 
17.06.1030, on any parcel of land zoned Residential Agriculture (RA), Rural Residential 
(RR) or Single Family Residential (R1), Two Family Residential (R2) and Multiple 
Family Residential (R3) unless that junk, debris, or junk cars are completely enclosed 
within a structure with solid walls and a roof. 

Specifically, the conditions found to be in violation are non-road operable vehicles. 

Options to Abate: 
1. Junk vehicles and/or junk and debris must either be placed in a structure with 

solid walls and a roof, or 
2. remove from the property, or 
3. In the case of junk vehicles, the vehicles must be made road operable, 

licensed, and registered with the Department of Motor Vehicles. 

Please be advised that while immediate action is required to abate these apparent 
violations, a reasonable amount of time will be allowed for you to bring the property into 
full compliance. Please contact the Code Compliance Unit, in writing no later than 
August 26, 2008. In your written response you must state a reasonable time frame in 
which you will have the violations on your property abated. This time frame shall not 
exceed thirty (30) days without the expressed approval of the Code Enforcement Officer 
or the Building Official. 

If you have any questions regarding the above, please contact us between the hours of 
8 a.m. and 5 p,m., Monday through Friday at (209) 754-6326. 

Failure to comply by the stated date may result in legal action being taken against you. 
This action may either be in the form of an Administrative Citation, requiring you to 
appear before the Administrative Hearing Board and possible fines of Fifty dollars 
($50.00) per day, per violation, plus penalty assessments, or a criminal citation requiring 
you to appear in Calaveras County Superior Court, where in addition to the 
aforementioned monetary fines there is an additional potential penalty of incarceration 
in the County Jail. However, our objective is to secure your voluntary compliance so we 
don not have to take legal action against you.
